Important Notes
e Nursing students are required to follow the PC purchase track. Macbooks are not
compatible with our nursing software.

e Mobile phones, tablets, and netbooks do not meet the specified requirements as
noted below.

e 256GB+ SSD (solid state hard drive)
e HDMI port for external monitor/projector or adapter:
o Mini DisplayPort or USBC to HDMI adapter
e HDMI cable
e Wireless 802.11 ac dual band
e USB ports: at least 2 available (or USBC to USB adapter)



Additional Considerations
e Because of the way laptops are used, an extended warranty may be an option
to consider.
o Minimum 1 year parts and labor
Recommended 3 year parts and labor may be purchased at an
additional cost.

e If a sfudent chooses to purchase an Apple laptop, it should meet the similar
specifications listed above. A VirtualBox is required on a Macbook to support
mandatory software that would typically run on a Windows platform. Download
a free copy of VirtualBox at https://www.virtualbox.org/.

e There are no fixed requirements for display size. Larger screens imply larger visible
images and greater laptop size and weight.
